Welcome to Loveland, Colorado, your gateway to the Rockies and affectionately known as America’s” The Sweetheart
City!” The city is located in the Colorado Front Range region, nestled in a lush valley at the entrance to the Big
Thompson Canyon and is known as the “gateway to the Rockies.” Because of its location along U.S.34, at one of the
principal access routes to Estes Park and Rocky Mountain National Park, Loveland receives a significant amount of
pass-through tourist traffic, especially in the summer months. Dotted in and around the city and surrounding areas are
an abundance of scenic lakes, parks, trails, recreational areas and three golf courses. Loveland’s lakes, rivers and streams
provide for swimming, water skiing, rafting, boating, fishing and other water sports. Loveland’s mountains provide
ample opportunities for hiking, biking and horseback riding.

Although Loveland may be best known nationally for its outdoor amenities, Loveland is quickly becoming recognized
nationally and internationally for its art! Billed as the “Arts & Hearts” capital of Colorado, Loveland was voted the
number one place in the nation to “Revitalize your Life” by AARP Magazine, and rates among the top eight "Great Art
Destinations”in the U.S.by U.S. Art Magazine, and the 100 Best Small Towns in America. In 2005, John Villani, published
his fourth edition of “The 100 Best Art Towns in America”and named Loveland as the number two town, only behind
Sante Fe, NM. With over 200 unique sculpture pieces, three major art shows a year, two of North America’s largest
foundries and two sculpture parks it is easy to understand why Loveland has become an established arts community.

Loveland, with a population of 67,400, is the second most populous city in Larimer County. Situated 46 miles north of
the Colorado State Capitol in Denver, Loveland is the 14th most populous city in Colorado. The city forms part of the
Fort Collins - Loveland Metropolitan Statistical Area. The city’s public schools are part of the Thompson R2-J School
District. Loveland has historically served as a “bedroom” community to commuters in Boulder, Westminster, and other
parts of the Denver Metropolitan area, but in the last five years, rapid economic growth is helping Loveland develop
its own viable work force.

With an average of 300 days of sunshine per year and low humidity, Loveland experiences pleasant weather year-
round. There is always something happening in this community. From musical concerts, art shows, and theatre
productions to professional hockey games, community celebrations and a multitude of conventions, Loveland offers a
variety of both indoor and outdoor activities enjoyable for every season.




FORT COLLINS

Fort Collins is a vibrant community of 140,000 nestled against the foot-
hills of the Rocky Mountains, 65 miles north of Denver.

As a regional center for employment, shopping and healthcare, Fort
Collins offers the convenience of a small town with all the amenities of a
larger city.

Fort Collins sits on the
plains, located at the base of the Rocky Mountains. Just a few miles to the
west are the beautiful Foothills that offer spectacular views of the city.

Colorado has earned a worldwide reputation as an area that offers an un-
paralleled lifestyle, and Fort Collins represents the very best of Colorado.
Exciting recreation and sports activities, festivals, cultural activities, high
guality healthcare and great senior accommodations make Fort Collins a
choice place to call home. From activities for the extreme athlete to the
leisurely weekend enthusiast, Fort Collins has it all. In town, residents take
advantage of the nationally renowned park system with trails that offer
scenic views of the Poudre River and the beautiful Rocky Mountains.

ABOUT THE AIRPORT

Located in the hub of one of America’s fastest growing regions, the Fort Collins - Loveland Airport (FNL) is
jointly owned by the two cities and serves as a significant regional economic engine generating over $50
million per year to the region’s economy. The airport, founded in 1963, sits at the crossroads of an
interstate, rail, and US highway system.

FNL provides commercial service with over 30,000 enplanements via Allegiant Air to Las Vegas, Nevada,
hosts 220 based aircraft, has over 100,000 operations per year, and one full-service FBO. The airport sits
adjacent to two of the most dynamic economic development ventures in Colorado: Centerra Development
and the Ranch. The annual operating budget exceeds $850,000 per year with $1,000,000

in FAA entitlement funding. The airport currently has a staff of six employees.

The airport director will lead all operations at this airport, with a special emphasis on developing greater
airport investment and regional economic development. The director reports to an airport liaison from
both cities, but all significant business items are approved through an Airport Steering Committee and
eventually both City Councils.
